. Check Cylinder.
. Inspect cartridge puncture cap.
. Weigh cartridge.
. With cartridge removed, check action of puncture lever.
. Check hose and nozzle for obstruction.
. Check date of manufacture.
. Check level and condition of powder.
. Check fill-cap threads and gasket.
10. Attach visual seal.
11.Check Pressure Gauge.
